Some children or their sib-
lings in the sponsorship pro-
gram are ready for high
school or to learn a trade.

& CBM. 60 orphaned children who were being cared
for by Bro. Justus & Sis. Annett in Western Kenya,
now have a place to call ‘home’.

They came to Justus & Annett gradu-
ally over the past few years looking for something to
eat and Justus & Annett simply could not turn them
away.
